Additional comments:

Highways and Traffic -

Buckingham Vale, Cliftonwood Road & Joy Hill - review yellow lines in the Clifton area.

(Refer to AO plan for precise citing)

Actions: Lorna Heaysman arrange meeting with highways to pursue this work -suggestions to be taken to NP meeting where devolved budgets will be decided.

1. The garages at Brandon House are to be knocked down. B.C.C. Housing apparently agreed that alternative parking provision would be provided, but none has yet been made available and it is difficult to find spaces on Jacob's Wells Road,

2. This disabled parking bay on West Mall is apparently now redundant and should be removed,

3. Are these single yellow lines (on West Mall) legal? If not, they should be removed and the `no entry' signs should be raised so that they are visible above any vehicle which may park there,

4. The times on the waiting restriction signs on Caledonia Place (also check West Mall) are incorrect and contradictory - some of them have been vandalised and they all therefore need to be checked (note - recent survey has been undertaken so the info is readily available),

5. Motorists are parking their vehicles partially on the footway at the end of Westfield Place and also at the back of no. 33 (there is a driveway and a garage there),

6. Motorists are parking right on the junction of Vyvyan Terrace and Lansdown Road, 
7. Motorists are parking outside this garage on Vyvyan Road, blocking it, 
8. Motorists are parking their vehicles partially on the footway on Percival Road, 
9. The new cobbled area on Oakfield Place outside the Lido - the ramps up to the cobbled area are too narrow for disabled people on their motorised scooters. The gentleman who complained was a member of the Bristol Physical Access Committee and he says they were not consulted upon the proposal,

10. There are no dropped kerbs at either end (both sides) of Southleigh Road, so that disabled people cannot access the footway easily,

11. There was a need for a fire tender to access Arlington Villas recently, and it could not make progress from the Pembroke Road end due to the vehicles parked on both sides. 12. There is a need for double yellow lines at the Clifton Park end of Cobblestone Mews and also in front of the garages,

13. Cars are often parked across pedestrian dropped kerbs - this is an area wide issue.

14. Cars are parked partially on the footway on the northeastern side of the Avenue,

15. A 20mph zone was requested for Clifton Park as traffic speeds appear to be high particularly in the wider section.

16. The speed of traffic coming down Clifton Down Road and turning right into

Princess Victoria Street or left into Merchants Road was cited to be a problem,

particularly given the high pedestrian volume here. It was suggested that the junctions could be built out to remedy this to a degree,

17. The high pedestrian volume and steady demand at the zebra crossing between Boyce's Avenue and Princess Victoria Street causes traffic congestion; this could be solved by replacing the crossing with a signal controlled facility, 18. Short-term parking takes place in front of the Tesco on Regents Street, where there are yellow line restrictions,

19. What is the need for the single yellow line on the north side of Princess Victoria Street? Can it be removed?

20. Cars are often parked over the corners and jammed up to each other, on both sides of Westbourne Place, at its junction with Queen's Road,

21. There is a need for double yellow lines on St. John's Road, on either side of the pedestrian refuge island, because cars are sometimes parked too close to the island so that larger vehicles cannot get through and have to drive on the wrong side of the island to make passage,

22. Cars are parked too close to the corners on Thorndale, so that larger vehicles such as bin lorries and even ambulances cannot access the private area of Thorndale Mews. 23. Motorists are parking their vehicles partially on the footway and also on the white advisory markings on Mortimer Road, restricting access to Grange Road, 24. Business vans are left parked overnight on Canynge Road and College Fields and are accessed by the drivers arriving by motorcycle to pick their vehicles up. The roads are therefore used as storage for business vehicles which takes up parking space but does not cause access problems.

25. Parking on both sides of Sion Hill, just to the east of its junction with Royal York Crescent, makes access difficult,

26. Parking on both sides of Granby Hill, south of its junction with Windsor Place, makes access difficult,

27. There is a need for double yellow lines on Southernhay Avenue, at its right angled bend, to ensure access is possible for emergencies.

· 20 MPH Speed Limit - Handout available

A one off meeting took place on the 23~d November 2010 in Southville which is one of the pilot areas for this scheme. There were representatives from Neighbourhoods, Highways, traffic and the Police. A discussion took place about local resident's experiences of the scheme and suggestions were made in relation to positive enforcement ideas. A full review and report will be available in February 2011.

•
Potential for CIA (Cumulative Impact Area) - How to engage with this

The partnership and its partners are working to collect evidence for the CIA for a decision to be made in January.

Evidence required: Alcohol related incidence of crime and disorder that have affected public safety and public nuisance.

· Littering I Street Cleanliness

Street Cleansing contractors have been monitored over the last 3 months and are currently completing tasks to a satisfactory level, although improvement can be made. Street Cleansing was discussed at the last Neighbourhood Partnership meeting in October as the Partnership has influencing powers, whereby they will be able to influence certain aspects of the service. This includes frequencies of cleansing to better co-ordinate between collection and rubbish / bins being put out on the pavements, where it looks untidy and in some cases provides obstructions.

It was agreed at the Neighbourhood Partnership meeting in October that an Environmental Work Group was to be set up and this group met in November to discuss various issues to consider. There will be a verbal update at the next Neighbourhood Partnership meeting from a representative of the Work Group - Please find attached notes from the initial meeting.

· Lack of Community Facilities

This issue was raised at the last Neighbourhood Forum and will be discussed as an agenda item at the forthcoming Neighbourhood Partnership meeting in January.
