Introduction

SP thanked everyone for attending, introduced representatives present and apologised for the non-attendees. SP then briefly explained the new Neighbourhood Forum meetings and how they feed up to the Neighbourhood Partnership

KR explained the joint tasking process. This is where representatives from the police and council meet and look at the various priorities raised. The relevant groups take ownership of each issue and if funding is required it gets passed up to the Neighbourhood Partnership group. Attendees were reminded that any expenditure of public money has to be authorised by the council as set in law.

Review of previous priorities
SP went over what the 3 priorities were from the previous PACT meeting:

1. A-BOARDS Clifton Village

KR –.This issue was raised at joint tasking. There is now a named person in the council looking at this. Reports can be made to them and they will review it.
NS gave an example of a shop in Clifton who had been asked to remove a sign from outside or face a fine.
2. Corner Parking – Vehicles parking on the junctions, specifically Westbourne Place, Buckingham Vale. 

WD – Parking services wardens recently had new powers which enable them to ticket vehicles which are blocking drop stones on pavements. This is for pedestrian use and not for private addresses. Since the last meeting 305 vehicles have been issued with fines for blocking these areas. In addition to this WD took a random 7 streets across the Clifton area and collated the figures. These statistics showed that those streets had received over 3000 visits and over 1000 fines issued for various offences. JB passed on thanks from a member of the public who had commented on their belief that there had been an improvement in the parking standards in the area. This was mirrored by several other attendees.
3.
Street Lighting – Trees blocking street lighting on Worcester Rd and Clifton Park

KR – The issue has been raised at Joint Tasking and the council will take a survey on the trees. If appropriate they will arrange for pruning.
   General discussion
· Poor Quality Paving – The issue is that utility companies are leaving pavements in a poor state after they have carried out repairs. Specifically mentioned were St Johns Rd, All saints Rd and Leigh Rd

· 20 Mph limit – Concerns over speeding traffic in Princess Victoria Street, Clifton Park, Pembroke Rd and Sion Hill. 20 MPH limit were requested.

· Police presence around Clifton Village Pubs – Higher visible police presence was requested around the pubs in Clifton Village to prevent anti-social behaviour

· Bus Stop on St Paul’s Rd – complaint that the bus stop outside of Queens Court, St Paul’s Rd is often blocked by parked cars. This means that the bus cannot stop. It is a higher curb on that bus stop so that wheel chair uses can get straight on to the bus. 
SP then asked everyone to vote for an issue to decide on what the next 3 priorities should be. They are as follows:

1. Poor Quality of pavement
2. 20 MPH limit
3. Police presence around the pubs in Clifton Village
SP then finished the meeting by thanking everyone for coming.
