Introduction

Mr Perry thanked everyone for attending, summarised the last meeting and explained PACT, referring to the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 and the statutory requirement to promote partnership working.

Point raised by member of public that the 23 people present was an unfair representation of the general public for 2 wards.

Mr Perry summarised the 3 priorities from the April PACT meeting

1) Pavement parking – PS Stanley confirmed letter drop completed by PCSO Yule.  Resident feedback indicated most persons happy with pavement parking given no alternative.  Environmental Audit carried out with Councillor Price in target areas.  

ACTION: Advisory Parking leaflet now produced, to be used by police.

2) Refuse collection – Councillor Cook confirmed senior managers have formed an action plan to improve waste collection and clean-up operations.  He stressed it would be hard to assess improvements until student population returns in October, as numerous flats are now vacant.

3) A-Boards – Confirmed this is council issue and that any serious obstructions could be passed to Phil Cotham, BCC.  Visual audit occurred with licensing dept and police.  

PS Stanley was invited to explain local crime issues in Clifton, and explained that reducing victims of burglary crime was a key priority.  Vehicle crime also mentioned.

Mr Perry opened the meeting to the public to raise priorities:

Priorities discussed

Community Policing – numbers of Police on streets, publicising of contact phone numbers, response to emergency calls (particularly on weekend evenings)

Street safety – antisocial behaviour, drinking / loitering outside pubs, noise levels, extension of drinking hours

Speeding various locations – Pembroke Road (taxis), Clifton Park, Worrall Road, Constitution Hill

Vandalism – damage to motor vehicles Richmond Hill

Parking issues – access for emergency vehicles, pavement parking, driving on pavements, lack of council wardens to enforce parking offences

Identity theft – poor investigation, questions surrounding ATM’s Whiteladies Road.

Cycling – Victoria Square, ignoring one way sign Princess Victoria Street, Richmond Hill on pavements.  Dangerous / inconsiderate cycling

Noise levels – car and house alarms, car radios, ‘late night pub hours’, are students responsible, how to report issues.

Late night fireworks – no specific location

Skateboarding – particularly around Park Street

Due to the large number of issues discussed, Mr Perry ascertained from those attending that they did not feel able to vote 3 issues.  It was therefore suggested that the police and the council would meet afterwards to agree the priorities and how to action them.  The meeting was then concluded.

Actions

On 23/7/08, Police and Bristol City Council agreed the following:

1) Car vandalism – Richmond Hill

Police action – Research offences, conduct patrols, issue advisory leaflets, encourage reporting of offences, utilise NHW.

2) Traffic and Motoring offences – Speeding, parking, cycling.

Police actions  - Contact safety camera unit regarding speeding Pembroke Road

- Consider taxi checks (speeding) with Licensing enforcement officers

- Issue advisory leaflets for parking offences / ticket if appropriate

Council action -Investigate how the cycling budget will be spent on improving roads / cycle routes in city.

3) Antisocial behaviour and noise

Police action – Conduct license premises checks regarding outside drinking / ASB

Council actions – Provide contact info on noise pollution, car / house alarms, etc.

- Research smoking / drinking issues in streets and outside pubs.

Date of next PACT meeting to be arranged and publicised.
